Consider Service funding twice in a semester or every application

Fall Programs and Projects 1:
Deadline- September
RSOs can receive funding earlier

Fall Programs and Projects 2:
Deadline- October

Spring Services Applications:
Deadline- January
If deadline is in November, funding can be considered the semester before they are needed. Also, shift in RSO exec positions at the end of the semester 

Spring Program and Projects 1:
Deadline- February

Spring Programs and Projects 2:
Deadline- March

Fall 2022 Services, Programs, and Projects Applications:
Deadline- April
